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FRANCE IS DESERTED,

Russia Plays Her False—~The Eastern
CGuestion at the Bottom of it AlL

Haroll Frederick cables from
to the New York Times: In the Ezyptian
matter it is asserted that Russia lLas de-
serted France,and this statement is main-
tained in epite of M. Hanotaux’s reference
to the support of France’s ally in that
controversy, What is apparently true is
that Russia tells the French now, as she
has dove before, that she is full of sym-
pathy, but that there is no gocd in trying
to effect the impossible. The Triple
Alliauce, she says, votes solidly with
Evngland in the majority, and, short of
war, there is no way of getting aronnd
that tact. All this brings Kurope back to
the impasse which confronted her a year
ago. There has been, in the interim, a
great show of moving the pieces on the
diplomatic checker-board, and it can be
seen now that nothing is really altered.
England can always retreat to the double
corner of her sea-girt isolation whenever
the play gets too dangerous, and ihe con-
tinental powers reman balanced against
one other in what is practically a draw
game.

Less than seven weeks ago the Czar’s
presence was stirring French enthusiasm
to frenzy, yet in Paris the politicians and
press are already thinking, and even say-
ing, ugly things about Russia. Very
likely it is only a passing mood, but there
can be no doubt as to the genuineness of
the depression for the moment.

The French government, ever since the
establishment of the Republic, has been
peeuliarly open to the influence of the big
financial interest which centre in the
They were responsible for the
French-Egyptian policy, and they per-
suadec the French Minister of Foreign
Affairs to endorse a scheme which thev
had concocted for (ransforming the Ad
ministration de la Dette Publique at Con-
stantinople into something like the Caisse
de la Dette Publique at Cairo. The result
of the action would have bLeen to destroy
the semblance of the Sultan’s indepen-
dence, e:ther finaucially or politically.
But Russia vetoed the whole thing, and
this open Jefeat at the hands of an ally
only increases her humiliation and diggust.
To others that have had experience in
trying to work with Rassia there is nothing
surprising in this, but the French take it
badly.

Lady Jane Grey (not Dudley), Arabella
Stuart (not Seymour), etc. Some persons
think the custom originated from the
scriptural teaching that husband and wife
are one. This was the rule of law so far
back as Bracton, and it was decided in the
case of Von vs. Smith, in the reign of
Elizabeth, that a woman by marriage loses
Ler former name and legally receives the
name of her husband. The custom,
however is not universal. In Spain
and Portugal married women do not
take the names «f their husbands, but
continwe ‘0 be known by their own. In
many parts of the United States 2 woman
never relinquiches her maiden name and is
called by it as often as by that of her
hueband. Even in the rural parts of Eng-
land one often finds a marriecd woman
called by ber maiden nawe, and in country
districts of Scotland it is sometimes found
that both names are used. In maoy parts
of France and Belgium the husband’s and
wife’s names are used together when either
of them are mentioned. It might be added
that thiere is at this time a tenrdency in
Ameriea for women to add the surpame of
the husband to that of their own, us Julia
Ward Howe.
