spoke on the Draft Address last
Thursday night.

If we were
to keep on getting admissions and
no discharges, it would soon cost
over that amount.'

In a break-down of figures,
Dr. Bonnell stated ‘that the num-
ber of in-patients who were treat-
ed by electro-convulsive therapy
was 96, Of these 44 recovered, 28
were much improved 24 were
unimproved. There wele twelve
Lobotomy operations performed
from which four \were much im-
proved (two of these being allow-
ed to go home); five were im-
proved and ' three received no

herL Bonnell told the House that
there had been 236 first inter-
views made at the Mental Health
Clinic during the past year along
with 359 interviews of people
seen previously. In addition to
these the psychiatrists saw 203
patients on first appointments
and 149 previously interviewed
patients either in their homes
or in hospital. He praised the
work- of the two psychiatrists,
Dr. MacVicar and Dr. Theriault,
whom he said were doing a
wonderful work.

LOW DEATH RATE

That the T. B. death rate in
the Province last year was the
lowest yet recorded was noted
bv Dr. Bonnell who said that the
death rate from tuberculosis dur-
ing 1954 was 10.4 in 100,000, He
thought that this was a record in
all of Canada and expressed the
opmion that soon the Sanator-
fum would be a thing of the past
in so far as the treatment of this
disease is concerned. He was
happy to note that the Govern-
ment was taking steps to en-
large the polio treatment facil-
ities.

“Good advancement is being
made in the treatment of Polio
patients under Dr. Gencheff"
said the Fourth District Member
from Kings, ‘‘We could not get
along without him” said Dr. Bon-
nell. There were 84 cases of the
disease reported with 69 of these
seen by Dr. Gencheff in private
homes; 19 were treated as in-
patients; (15 are still in); seven
in general hospitals; and 30 pati-
ents as out patients. X

The speaker requested the Gov-
ernment to increase the per diem
allowance to the hospitals. He
stated that ¥ wasn't right for
the hospital boards to have to

charges during the same period ;£ 4

meet six or seven times a year
to discuss means of keeping their
hospitals in operation.

He stated that each hospital
was going in debt and that the
Government would be well ad-
vised to pay out the required
$37,000 a year to prevent ths
situation. “The Government tmay
as well go in debt as the hos
pital. It means nothing to the
Government anyway,” he stat-
ed. 5

He commended the work of the
Cancer clinic under the leader-
ship of Dr. Temple Hooper and
spoke of the good work being
done by the Department of Ment:
al Health in general.

FLUORIDATION

Dr, Bonnell strongly, recom-
mended fluoridation of water as
a means of preventing caries in
the teeth of children. He quoted
from the Canadian Medical Journ-
al to prove that in areas where
water had been fluoridated, a
remarkable improvement in the
condition of children’s teeth was
noted. “Who does the Mayor of
Yarmouth think he is that he
can tell us that fluoridation is
not a good thing” he asked.

That the Government had seen
fit to introduce a sidewalk con-
struction policy in villages was
commended by Dr. Bonnell who
