By WILL GRIMSLEY
SPRINGFIELD, N.J. (AP)—Ed
Furgol won the 54th U.S. open golf
championship with a 284 Saturday
as the hopes of two young pros,
Gene Littler and Dick Mayer, died
on the 72nd hole.
