The deadlock in the negotiations

regard this as a heaven-sent oppor-
tunity of turning the setback into a
full-scale retreat on the part of the
British government.

likely  that agreement with
Europe will have been reached be-
fore the Conservative and Labor
parties’ annual conferences in Bri
ain early in October. Of Labor’s 250
MPs, a large number will be oppos-
ed to any entry into Europe in al-
most any cireumstances ; and should
the Commonwealth conference
threaten open revoll on this issue,
it eould place the millan® gov-
ernment in a precarious position
with its own party followers.

It is to be hoped that there will
be no such attempt to capitalize
on the Commoen Market deadlock.
The two-month postponement now
forced on the British negotiators
places a responsibility on the Com-
monwealth prime ministers of weigh-
ing their criticism and objections
against the long-term needs of the

This means that Soviet-Chinese
trade has dropped to the lowest
figure since the early 1950's, short-
ly after the Communists seized
power in China. An astronomical
flight, you might call it, in the
wrong direction,

If the Soviet Union intended to
help China in its time of severe dif+
ficulty, it would have provided that
country with goods despite the
Chinese inability to give an equal

exchange. And, on an ideological
basis, this is what might have been
expected. But this is not what has

happened. The Soviet Union, intent
upon its astrorauts and plans for
putting a “platform” in space for
an assault on the moon, has left
China to find its way out of its
mundane problems as best it can.

This might be a consequence of
the Soviet-Chinese disagreements
which have ‘become so marked in
recent months. But, to a certain ex-
tent it might also he a cause. The
Soviet Union is known to drive hard
bargains in its trade and foreign
aid agreements with non-Communist
countries. It seems to drive equally

hard bargains with members of
the Communist bloe, when these
members are in trouble, as well as

when they are not.

The Canada Medal
Dr. Frances 0. Kelsey, the Can-
adian-born scientist who kept the

baby-deforming drug, thalidomide,

off the market in the United States, '

has received from the hands of Presi-
dent Kennedy the President’s Award
for Distinguished Federal Civilian
Service—the highest official honor
that can be given a career civilian
government employee at Washing-
ton.

Speculating on what would have

“ happened had Dr. Kelsey remained

here and gendered to this nation an
equally important service, the Globe
and Mail suggests that doubtless she
would have been lauded and lioniz-
ed, but it would have ended there.
There is, in fact, only one award
which is exclusively Canadian and
which can be awarded by the
Dominion Government in recognition
of exceptional civilian service, This
is the Canada Medal, and that, un-
fortunately, has become something
of a ntional joke.

Fourteen of these medals were
struck by order of the late Prime
Minister Mackenzie King in 1943,
but not a single one has heen award-

ed. Liberal and Conservative gov-
ernments alike have shirked res-
ponsibility in this regard, despite

the growing and distinguished
of Canadians who merit recognition
of their services to the nation.

We agree with our Toronto con-
temporary that it is time the Can-
ada Medal was being put to the use
for which it was designed. Since it
is a distinctively Canadian award,
there is nothing about it to offend
the sensibilities of those ardent: na-
tionalists who suspeet any mani-
festation of the British connection.
