| The Situation in Ireland.

COERCION POSTPONED.

| The London Observer in its leading edito
trial, says:—‘‘As Parliament has not been
summoned te meet on December 2 for the
|despatch of business, we may assume that
ithe Cabinet are decided regarding the
i question of an early session. The policy
(of postponing evercion, if possible, until
ithe modification of the present system of
Irish land tenure can be tried as a remedy
for the prevailing agitation and discontent
has outweighed, in the judgment ofthe
Ministry, the arguments which presented
theinselves in behalf of immediate action.
The country will nut be disposed to com-
plain of this decision. ‘The present con-
juncture is exceedingly favorable for deal
ing with the land question, and a concilia-
tory policy ought not to be marred by pre
cedent suspension of civil liberties; but
while accepting the goverument’s decisien
as Wise and statesmanlike, we cannot share
the hope that any land reforms, however
comprehensive, can possibly obviate
the necessity for coercive legislation.
The desires and aspirations of the Irish
national party extend far beyond anyaltera-
tion of the land tenure. They involve de-
mands inconsistent with the integrity of
the British Empire. The fact that these
demands are such as Great Britain would
never consent to, except under compulsion,
constitutes to reason why we should not
remove any real grievance of which Ireland
has to complain. But when we have done
all that legislation caneffect, we must assert
the authority of the law and the supremacy
of the Union. That such an assertion can
be made without more or less prolonged
curtailment of the liberties of the Irish
people is more than past experience allows
us to expect.” Mr. Forster, the Chief Sec-
retary, has gone to Ireland, but will return
to attend the Cabinet council on Thursday,

and the reports he may bring will go far te
decide the course of the government.

The Poor of New York.

The New York Herald says: ‘‘ It was
recently declared in a convention of char-
itable agents that ‘ sufficient money was
annually subscribed in America to meet
the requirements of the deserving poor,’
yet the fact is palpable to every traveller in
the streets of New York that there is one
place in America at least where the deserv-
ing poor do not get all they require. Star-
vation even is by no means an unheard of
event in our midst, and it ought to be re-
membered that every death from hunger
amongst us is an indictment against the
rest of the city for murder in the first de-
gree. If hundreds of past cases never
came to trial; ifthe indictments are pigeon-
holed by the district attorney of heaven,
it will be because the city does all it can to
prevent a repetition of the crime. Already
the armyof the poor is perceptibly on the
increase, before even the first snowflake
has touched the pavement. Those whofor
inonths past have slept in the open air now
need some sort of shelter for their ill-
clothed limbs, and those wholie sick and
shivering on their beds, want wood and
coal to warm their wretched rooms.

Lord Beaconsfield’s new book in three
velumes, ‘‘ Endymion,” treats of politival
events about the time of the death of Can-
ning, A. D., 1842. The Standard, review-
ing the work, says: ‘* It is a politica] narra-
tive which it will probably be thought has
less plot and dramatic interest than almost
any of even Lord Beaconsfield’s novels.
Among the characters supposedto figure in
the novel under varieus pseudonyms, are
John Bright, Lord Palmerston, Lord Elcho
Lord Melbourne, Baron de Rothschild, and
Louis Napolean. It is doubtful whether a
deliberate perusal of the novel will enable
to identify the hero, ‘‘ Endymion” with
any political personage, but the manner in
which Lady Montford places herselfgand
her fortunes at the disposal of *‘ Endymion”
will suggest to many an incident in Lord
Beaconstield’s early public career.”

The Board of Foreign Missions of the
eastern section of the Presbyterian Church
of Canada, met in Rev. Ephraim ‘Scett’s
Church, New Glasgow, N. 8., on the 24th
inst.

J. W. Macleod was finally chosen. Mr.
