From these figures we learn that in the
First District, McIntyre’s majority over Mut-
tart has been reduced from 333 to 189, and
Robertson’s majority over Macdonald from
261 to 168. In the Second District, where
Mr. Sullivan has great influence, still better
work was done. In it Mclntyre's majority
over Muttart was reduced from 239, as it was
in 1882, to 38, and Robertson’s majority over
Macdonald from 200 to 36. In the Third
Dictrict, Macdonald’s majority in 1882 of 165
over Robertson was reduced to 135, but Mut-
tart’s majority over Meclntyre was increased
from 79 to 94. Georgetown gave slightly
increased majorities to both Macdonald and
Muttart, and before we come to the Fourth
District we find that Muttart has gained 377
and Macdonald 239 over what they had in
1882.

In Murray Harbor North and South, High
Bank and Sturgeon, the Conservative party
held their own very well; but Montague,
Whim Road and Mahar's show a great loss.
In fact the Conservative candidates lost their

election on account of the loss in these three
polls.
