THE DISCOVERIES ON SABLE ISLAND.
| LOST CHAPTER IN THE HISTORY OF NOVA SCOTIA.
(From the Halifax Post.)

A few w‘eeks since; our contemporary of the Herald
prought to l!glnt _l'he particulars of a discovery of a number
ofarticles ol.lu:'nmlre and stores, on the desert Isle of Sable,
and which, for an unknow_n peArmd had been buried beneath
a large mound or .pyl‘mmd of smyl, near the residence of
Captain Darby, senior Governor of the Island. This mound
uad been gradually diminishing in height, and a few weeks
since Was complete!y blown away—exposing the ruins of
come rudely built huts, which were found to contain several
aticles inscribed with the words “ 43d Regiment.”

Among these articles, Captain Darby discovered numer-
s bullets of lead, a great number of nulitary shoes, parts
of bales of blankets and clothes, brass points of sword-scab-
panls, beeswax, a small glass, couvex on both sides, a copper
Jalf-peuny of Geo. 1L, dated 1749, some military brass buckles,
o great number of brass paper pins, a very small dog’s brass
collar, with € Major Ellis, 43d Regt” engraved on it; nu-
uerons boues, some whole and some broken, with a scalp
of hair or head-dress of a young fenale ; and a piece of gold
pnd. There were three buildings, which seem to have
peen constructed of the fragments of some ship; and were
qtuated about ten feet apart in a triangular form, and are
en or twelve feet square.

8o singular a discovery could not fail to awaken a lively
interest in those who were curious in historical matters, and
among others we searched every record where any informa-
sion o these strange and long-buried relics could have been
lioped for. But every effort to solve the mystery proved
fuitless, and it was not till after we had given up the search
in despair, that we stunbled aceidentally on the full details.
Without further preface, we give them to the public—ex-
pressing our thanks to Alexander McNab, Esq., the gentle-
man who kindly furnished us with the loose leaves of a ma-
gizine, published in the year 1762, from which the following

earth, but an entire bank of sand. After we struck, the 15th
of Nuvember, we were eight and forty hours before we durst
venture on shore, the sea being so very high ;—though, at
the same time, we expected our vessel to fall to pieces every

Exq . late Sheriff of the Coun:y, wasthe only Crown business for
the Court ; the defendant submitted to the Indictment, and was
sentenced to six months’ imprisonment.

The Docquet of Civil Causes was much longer than usnal, but
four only were tried—the remainder being chiefly settled out of
Court, and referred. The only important cause, of those tried,
was that of Jokn Clark v. John Bell, senr., which was an action
of trespass brought by the plaintiff against the defendant, for ga-
thering and carrying away a quantity of sea-weed and sea
manure from the shore opposite the plaintiff’s premises; and
from the nature of the right in dispute, the cause seemed to excite
much interest among numerous persons present at the trial.  The
plaintiff, it appeared, was the assignee of a Lease for 999 years of'a
piece of Marsh, containing 12 or 14 acres, part of Township No,
283, bounded by the sea-shore, and demised in the year 1807 by
the then Proprietors of the Township. The defendant and his
family had been in the habit, for several years past, of both gather-
ing and piling sea-weed opposite this marsh, batfor some distance
outside ofa dike by which it was enclesed. The plaintiffl gave evi-
dence that when the marsh was originally surveyed, it extended
many yards beyond the dike, towards the sea, including that part
where the defendant piled the sea-weed in question, which part

momeut ;—our whole employ was tossing overboard such
provisions as we could come at, for our future sustenance,
In case we were any of us lucky enough to get on shore,
which I began to despair of; as the only boat we had was
lost in returning to the vessel, after landing a man on shore
W fix a rope ; in doing this, two sailors were drowned ; how-
ever, it was the preservation of the rest of our lives; for,
finding it impossible to stay any longer on board, we fas-
tened an emnpty barrel to this rope, and so, one by one, were
drawn throngh the surf, (for near the space of fourscore
yatds,) on shore, without the loss even of one man of my
party; and Providence was pleased even to preserve two
little infants that were on board, the one brought on shore
Upon the father’s back, and the other on its mother’s. We
continued eight and forty hours more in our wet clothes
Upon the sand, without any thing to cover us; at last we
picked up some sails, and next day luckily found the officers’
tent that was with me. Much more provision was drove
upon the island than 1 expected, but the winter being so far
advanced, did not expect to see a vessel till. May, the time
fishermen go upon that coast, therefore proportioned my al-
]om_xnce of provisions; for all that we seventy persons had

one gill of rum or wine, and four pounds of pork between
8ix or seven days.

The defen-
dant gave evidence that different persons had, for many years
past, been in the habit of gathering and piling the seaweed nninter-
rupted along the shore, including the space opposite the Plaintifl’s
Marsh, and endeavoured to show, that there was a public right of
way along the shore, from the termination of a settlement road,
but which part_of his evidence was not admitted by the Court, in
consequence of the plaintiff’s Counsel objecting that such public
right of way was not specially pleaded on the record ; although

they contended that even if such right of way existed,it would
not give the defendant a right to the sea-weed.

The learned Chief Justice held that there was no common law
right in the public to take the sen-woed left by the tide on the
shore, whether it were left on the Marsh or even below high
water mark ; that the same, prima facie, belonged to the owner
of the land immediately opposite. The Jury returned a verdict,
for the plaintiff-—Damages 20s. We understand this question.
althonah one of commaon occurrence, has never before been judi-
cially decided in this Island.

We were present at the last monthly meeting of the
Charlottetown Independent Temperance Society, and were high-
ly gratified to find the attendance so numerous —the large room
in w hich the meeting was held being crowded to excess.
