Mrkos has had other com-
ets named for him .The
differentiates the latest from oth-
ers of the same name and the D
indicates it was the fourth comet
discovered this year.

Premier Flemming of New
Brunswick said after a final
meeting with the prime minist-
er and Resources Minister Hark-
ness that proposals of the two
premiers met with ‘‘a very sum-
pathetic hearing.”

While he declined to say what
they talked about, it was under-
stood a major request of the pro-
vincial premiers was that coal
used for power production should
be given the type of federal fi-
nancial ald—subventions—used in

assisting its movement to eOm-|

mercial markets.
PLANTS LIKELY

The previous Liberal adminis-
tratfon announced early this year
it would build thermal power
plants for the two provinces, and
it has been indicated the new
government -will hold to this of-
fer. '

The Liberal project did not in-
elude subventions for the coal to
be used.

A major point in the project
has been the locatign of the main
power plant — whether in New
Brunswick or Nova Scotia—and
it was reporied today the federal
government has reached no final
decision on this.
