Arnold’s “Light of the World.”

Sir Edwin Arnold’s former poem, ‘‘The
Light of Asia,” says: ‘‘Tts tone is 8o lofty
that there is nothing with which to com-
pare it but the New Testament.” The
critics, however, are scarcely so jubilant
over the latest achiesement of the dis-
tinguished author. We have not yet
seen ‘‘ The Light of the World,” but it is
declared te be in mno signification of the
term, a great poem. It is a narrative of
transcendent import tJ4 hamanity, re-
lated in good verse, and it is nothing
more. We subjoin a few words respeect-
ing it, from the Critic of New York:—

‘¢ As a story ‘ The Light of the World’
is interesting: as a poem it is disappoint-
ing simply because it is so barren of the
qualities which belong to foetry. It
lacks flexibility and melody. Its imagery
is stilted. It abounds in lines whose only
title to be called poetry lies in their uni-
form length, page after page reading like
prose cut up into pentameters. Sir Ed-
win seems to us to be one.of those people
who cau write verse without being a poet,
and this volume serves wall to exemplify
our meaning. The story, itself, is poetic;
the telling of it is hardly so.”j§

What Drunkenness Really Is.

It is the essential nature of all wines
and spirits to send an increased amount
of blood to the Lrain. The first effect of
taking a glass of wine or stronger form of
alcohol is to send the blood there faster
than common. Hence the circulation
that gives the red face. It increases the
activity of the brain and it works, faster,
and so does the tongue, but as the blood
goes faster than common to the brain, it
returns faster, and no immediate harm
may result. But suppose a man keeps
on drinking; the blood is sent to the brain
so fast in large quantities, that in order
to make room for it the arteries have to
charge themselves. They ineresse in
size, and, in doing so, they press against
the more yielding, flaccid veins which
carry the blood out of the brain and
diminish the size of the pores—the result
being that the blood is not only carried
to the arteries of the brain faster than is
natural or healthful, but is prevented
from leaving it as fast as usual.
