LONDON (Reuters) — The iSo-
viet government Saturday ap-
pointed one of its senior economic
and labor experts as ambassador
to Canada.

Tass, the official Russian news
agency, carried an announcement
that Dr. Amaasp Avakimotich
Arutiunian will succeed Dmitri
Chuwvahin in Ottawa.

Arutiunian, well-known spokes-
man for his country in the United
Nations, is reputed to be one of
the key figures who drew up Rus-
sia’s five-year plan.

He was appointed a deputy
member of the Russian delega-
tion to the UN General Assembly
in 1946 and also attended thes 1949
and 1950 sessions.

He has been a member of the
collegium of the ministry of for-
eign affairs and chief of the Eu-
ropean department of the foreign

ministry.

Arutiunian has done his chief
work as Russian delegate to the
UN’s economic commission for
Europe, an organiation which _he
vehemently attacked while taking
part in the 1948 session.

His record shows attacks on the
United States “‘for planning world
war II1,” the International Labor
Organiation, the International
Refugee Organiation, the ‘‘colo-
nial powers,” British trade pol-
icies, the ‘“Anglo-American ma-
jority in the UN” and ‘“‘slave la-
bor in colonies.”

But in 1948 he urged that com-
munism and capitalism should
work together for the recovery of
Europe and said Russia was npt
opposed in principle to U.S. aid
for Europe.

An advocate of more East-
West trade, he invited Western
factory managers to come to Rus-
sia to study Soviet operations.
