When Brides Danced

Even when a modern wedding is
followed by a dancer, the bride and
bridegroom rarely take part in it
because they are speeding away
on thelr honeymoon, writes Helen
Macgregor In the Glasgow Daily
Herald. In the old days, however,
a marriage would not have seemed
a real marriage at all if the young
couple had failed to joln in the
traditional dances.

In Argylishire, when the bride
was married from her own home,
the whole company often went to
the house of the bridegroom's
father for supper. As soon as sup-
per was over, the opening real was
danced by the newly wedded palr,
the best man and bridesmald, and
the four parents.

In Forfar, inctead of an “eight-
some,” the first dance was always
a foursome real, known as the
“Shame Reel,” danced by the bride,
partnered by the best man, and
the bridegroom, partnered by the
bridesmaid. The bride's partner
asged her what was to be the
“Shame Spring”—that is, the music
to which the reel was to be danced.
She thereupon answered. “Through
the world will T gang wi’ the lad
that lo’es me” The fiddlers were
told this, the music began, and,
while the reel was being danced,
all the guests sat in silence
This reel was also called the
“S8hameful Reel,” and “Shamed
Reel,” but it should be remembered
that shameful was used in the
meaning of modest. and  maiden
modesty was a quality expected to
be possessed by every blushing
young bride
Another very popular bridal
dance was “Bab at the Bowster.”
‘The bride, holding a cushion, stood
in the centre of a ring of dancers
who sang “Wha' learned yon to
dance—Bab at the Bowster braw-
Iy?” The bride replied “My moth-
er,” and flung down the cushifon to
some favored male who knelt on it
and she learned forward to be
kissed. Usually the man she chose
was the best man, and one writer
has told us that this kiss was “the
last kiss that ever alien lips should
secure from the bricn.” Sometimes
Instead of a cushion a handker-
chief was thrown by the bride
In Shetland dancing played an
even greater part at wedding cele-
brations. Thursday morning was
§ pbopular time for the wedding to
take place, and after the guests
had regaled themselves on such
dellcaries as barley broth, smoked
mutton, pork ham, and goose, danc-
ing began in the “but-end” with
a “Sixum Reel.” This was followed
