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Flexible Policy
Whate v, ciwor uidy ve sald about
_American policy in the Suez crisis,
it certainly cannot be called rigid
and intlexible. Indeed, the opinion is
growing 1n Britain and France and
probably in Egypt, too—that it is so0
flexible as to be almost meaningless.
Both the international plan adopted
at the first London conference and
the Users plan adopted at the second
were the handiwork of Secretary of
State Dulles. But the ink was scarce-
‘ Iy dry on either document when Mr.
~ Dulles, acting of course on orders
,from President Eisenhower, as good
as told Colonel Nasser not tn worry
about anything, almost as 1l that
gentleman had registered as a Re-
publican voter. Then, several days
after the second conference, he an-
nounced that all ships owned or con-
trolled by American interests, irre-
spective of their registrations, would
refuse to pay canal tolls to Egypt.
That would have meant that Egypt
would not get any more than about
40% of regular canal tolls, perhaps
less, since:~ American owned ships
total 207% of the whole tonnage,
though the bulk of them are under
foreign registry, and the British and
French, who also decided to pay no
tolls to Egypt. own about 40%.
That, of course, would have been
a severe blow to Colonel Nasser —
and it might have helped to bring
ahout a solution satisfactory to the
West and fair to Egypt. Now, how-
ever, Mr. Dulles says he is not sure
- that the United States Treasury De-
partment has the authoritv to in-
clude American ships of foreign reg-
striy in the no-tolls-to-Egypt classi-
fications And that doubt in all prob-
ability is just a prelude to a finding
that ne such authority exists—an-
other sop to Mr. Nasser. Less than
37, of normal canal traffic is actual-
Iv under American registry. No won-
der the British and French people
are getting a little weary of this dis-
play of extreme flexibility.

Free Trade

It should come as no surprise to
anyone to hear that British Govern-
ment and industrial officals are seri-
ously considering entering into a
free trade agreement with France,
West Germany, Italy, Belgium, Lux-
embourg and the Netherlands. For
some time these countries have been
complaining that, although Britain
Is in a geographical and political
sense a member of the West Euro-
pean community, she has not par-
ticipated to the utmost measure of
her resources in ithe strengthening
of continental economy. To the ex-
tent that this criticism is valid the
siturtion developed {from the 6 na-
tions’ insistence on a so-called “com-
mon market”. This would mean that
all the participating nédtions would
adopt a free trade program and
agree to a common tariff on goods
eoming from outside countries. This,
In turn, would interfere with the
preferential tariffs which Britain
now shares with other members of
the Commonwealth; and the British

have frowned on that. '
Under the terms of the new plan
which the British are said to be con-
' sidering favourably, each country
would be free to arrange its own
tariffs independently with respect to
non-participating countries, although

wuouid agite 0 el Kind ul teslie
tion, szince agricultural products
make up a goodly portion of their
available exports. Of course, as Mr.
Peter Thorneycroft, President of
Britain's Board of Trade, suggested
the other day in Ottawa, the free
trade agreement might be expected
to strengthen the whole West Euro-
pean economy and thus increase the
demands for goods from Canada
and other Commonwealth countries.
That, however, is pure'speculation.
It may or may not turn out that
way. In any event, it must be re-
membered that the principle of free
trade is a deeply rooted British tra-
dition and it was perhaps the strong-
est contributing factor to the na-
tion's industrial greatness. It is only
in the last quarter of a century or
wn that tariffs began to take an im-
portant place in Britain's fiscal pol-
jcv. It may be that the experiment
which is now being considered will
in due course lead to a revival of
free trade on a much wider scale.

U. 3. Foreign Aid

The united dlales 15 orwen criti-
cized tor making military and polit-
ical interest the basis of its huge
foreign aid programs. And, ol course,
it i1s a matter of record that much
of the money sent abroad since the
end of World War Two was intended
to bholster the military strength of
the non-Communist world and to
help backward peoples to raise their
standards of living as a bulwark
against the spread of Communism.
In his recent report on last year's
Mutual Security Program President
Eisenhower made frank acknow-
ledgement of this. “The accomplish-
ments under this program ol mutual
effort,”” he wrote, “have further ad-
vanced the security, the economic
progress and the well-being of the
United States and our partners in
the free world".

For the vear under review $2';
billion had been set aside for the
foreign aid program. Of this huge
amount nearly $1 billion went for
direct military aid. %725 million
went for what is called '‘defense sup-
port”, a term which covers aid in-
tended to replace funds which the
receiving countries already had spent
on their own defense systems. That
Jeft approximately $700 million for
non-military aid. This amount, too,
might be considered to have strategic
value. |Nevertheless, it does not di-
rectly strengthen American security;
and, in a sense, it might almost bhe
called a farewell gift. At any rate,
it is a lot of money which the coun-
tries that received it would not have
had' otherwise.

Incidentally. since the program
bezan in 1950 under President Tru-
man nearly $141, billion have gone
from the United States Treasury to
foreign countries, ahout two-thirds
of it to Europe.

EDITORIAL NOTES

Although this summer was not
the hottest on record, there have
heen many cooler ones according to
a meteorological report. In recent
years, 1946, 1947, 1950 and 1954 had
lower average temperatures. The re-
port suggests that this past summer
seemed extraordinarily cool simply
because 1955 was unusually hot.

shoulders of master-spy and baby-
faced dupe while vodka thickened
the plot. Bah!

If Russia sends her master-spy
to waste his time in Canada, I'm
a Dutchman.

The Civil Service here has a
Recreational Association for its
members. This has many branch-
es, such as a ski club. & sailing
club, a chess club, a bridge club
and others. Each individual club
has a large measure of indepen-
dence The chess club, for exam-
ple, not only canvasses for mem-
bers among the civil service, it
also offers membership to men
and women outside the service.
In the past year, it membership
of about 120 men and women has

ranged from the president of a hig
Crown Corporation to a very junior
clerk, and has representedmost.
departments of government, such
as finance, Trade and Commerce.
Air Force Headquarters, the
Mounted Police, etc. Its member-
ships has also invlused about 30
percent from private jobs, such as
several civilian accountants, and
employees of a pulp and papaer
company, including some New-
Canadians from behind the Iron
Curtain. Its membership has also
heen offered to diplomats, so that
there have been ten Russians. fwo
Indians, an Israeli and an Argen-
tine in it this year.

RUSSIANS MOSTLY C3..

As the members sit down te
play chess in the bleak and unclub-
like classroom, they are divided
into ten classes, according to their
skill. There is Class A. Then Class
B., split into three sub-sections.
Ditto Classes C and D.

Although chess is the game at
which Russia often scoops the
world championship, Ottawa's Rus-
sians are lousy. Most of them are
graded C.3 or below. Some of them

' have fared no better at the Bridge

Club.

Sometimes the chess club has
a guest night, when it is invited
tn meet at some place other than
its unfriendly classroom - such as
the Russian Embassy. On these
guest nights, team matches are
often played. All employees of the
National Research Council make
up one team; all diplomatic mem-
bers make up another team; and
50 on.

From some newspapers we
might draw the conclusion that
the history of Ottawa’'s chess club
has been just a non-stop contest,
at anything but chess, between the
team of Mounties and the team of
Russian spies. But the dull truth
is that is just isn’t so.

Outside the club, however, Rus-
sian diplomat Gennadi Popov has
behaved undiplomatically, and
was asked by our government to
pop off. He did. The result has
been a smear on the game of chess.

Now 1 am wondering whether
my five year old daughter, Vict-
oria, a chess fan in her own right,
should be weaned from this taint-
ed occupation.
