Politicians of both parties here,
backed enthasiastically by bueiness men ia
the city of London, bave made such &
dewon-tratios io favor of England’s assum-
ing this respoue bility, that it ey be taken
for granted that Lord Sahsbury will not
hesita'e. Disrgeli’s smart precedent of
gatheriog up the late Khedive’s Suez canal
shares while the Freoch winietry Cambled
and hesitated, would be ample warrsat for
his prompt sciion. Unfortunately others
remmember that preecd=ut, too, and all tbe
aeenlt money-linders for the cause of the
cootinent have been scurrying about from
one discount centre to another during the
week, tryiog to arrange & system to raise
$80,000,000, and force it upon Chioa, in
time to forestall England’s preifer of the
money. This is realiy the crux of the pre-
seut sitaation. One can only wish we knew
more about it. The chances scem to be
however, that the Freoch reluctance to
wmake this further huge financial sacrifice
o Bussia’s aliar of se'fishuess, will oper
‘te 10 balk the contivental plaas and that
England will ultimately do the loan.
Einglaund’s action in seading seven ships
of war to Chemul Poj aed two to Port Ar-
thur, was treated at the outset as a reason
for setting the tocsins, but that aleo had in
its result a tranquilizing  effect.
It will be remembered that just as the
councert of Europe has exhibited nothing
but the depth of the rancorous jealousies
and animosities existing among the powers
professing to bz in harmony, so these same
wailed ruffians, in their piratical desceut
upon China, despite all their mutaal
wnderstandings and agreements, profound-
Iy distrust one another. Hence Eongland,
representing free commerce as against
military feudalismn, and acting for the
¢ vil'zed reading people, like the American,

The temptation
to make partisan capital has been pushed
sharply to the rear. Unless some miracu-
lons fog of imbecility rises to envelop Lord
Salisbury and his colleagues, Great Britain
will play a part in Chinese waters pow
which will match the finest things in her
history.
