Reports from  London  indicate
that  British  Government leaders
and the British people generally

are a littlg perturbed over the near

panic into  which  United States
Jeaders, including President  Eisen-
hower, appear to have been thrown
by Russia’s latest successes in the
technical and  propaganda fields.
They feel that too much emphasis
is being placed on Western weak-

nesses and n® enough on positive
measures to correct them. Is there
not good reason for this view?
Viewing with alarm may be all right
in its place, but it will never bring
about a restoration of Western sup-

remacy. That will take resolution
and plenty of it. The time is past
when the lamenting of past mistakes
and failures was of any benefit. The
task now is to forge into one
supreme effort all the resources,

the scientific abilities and technolo-
gical powers of all members of the
Western alliance. The Russians are
arrogant enough as it is. If -they
were to see copfusion and a trend,
however slight, towards defeatism,
b there Is no telling what they
might do.
