Officials say there is no present
intention of reducing or withdraw-
ing the RCAF f2-squadron air divi-
sion in Europe but that there is
no doubt this policy will be re-
viewed.

PITTSBURGH (AP) — Thirty-
seven years ago a young First
World War veteran was told by
his doctors he had only six months
to a year to live.

But Willard (Bill) Kennedy. a
victim of poison gas, felt the doc-
tors were wrong. He decided he
wanted to be a newspaper man.
In 1921 Kennedy joined the Pitts-
