Work and Healtk,

Much has been said about the evil
effects of overwork and the necessity for
proper periods of rest. The point has
not been too strongly urged ; but it must
be remembered at the same time that
the best health is enjoyed only by hard
worker

The athlete’s arm attains its size by
virtue of the greater quantity of nourish-
ing blood attracted to it by the severe

amount of briin work only after years

Rarely do the parts thus exercised fail.
The neglected functions and organs are
more often the cause of the **break-
down.”

Work is essential to health. Health
in its perfection is found only where
both brain and body are active; and it
is possible that the keenest heaith has
been enjoyed by the hardest workers in
the fields of both mental and physical
labour.

Sir Walter Scott, whose work stands
as a monument to his industry as well
as to his genius, was, we are told, most
indefatigable in his pursuit of physical
exercises of all kinds, in many of which
he excelled, and in which he could tire
most men as easily as he could excel
them in feats requiring long sustained
wental effort. Much the same thing is
told of Goethe.

These men fulfilled to the utmost the
advice of the adage : ““ Work while you
work and play while you play.”

Those whose enjoyment of life is
largest, and whose accomplishment of
work is greatest for the longest time,
are those who go into their work and
play in & whole-hearted fashion, or, as
it is often expressed, ‘‘for all they are
worth.” For such health is supplied in
greatest measure,

The best health is not to be found in
the indulgence of *‘loafing,” which is
neither rest nor work ; it is generated
rather by the alternate exercise of brain
and muscle. By this meuns both are
flushed witn the fluid which gives health
and life to all the tissnes—the blood.

The Deutsche Revue gives an amusing
account of the troubles of Franz von
Defregger in obtaining models. The
famousart professor of Munich generally
chooses his subjects among his own
special land’s folk, the Tyrolese. Finer
models it would be hard to get, but they
have one fatal superstition—that.who
ever allows bimself tc be sketched,
painted or drawn will obtain a speedy
immortality through the grave, what
ever may be his fate on canvas. Thus,
in 1873, when painting his ‘Letztes
Aufgebot” (“Last Levy”) and other pic
tures, he spent months in a country
beerhouse before he could find a likely
model, and when he got the man into
his studio it was all in vain, for no soon-
er had he seen the javelins, darts, pikes
and a complete suit of armor than he
shied back, professed a faintness of
stomach and fled downstairs. With his
second model he advanced a little far-
ther, but as soon as he was clad in ar-
mor and brandishing an ancient battle
ax a stout country woman rushed in:
“Was! Du willst mit dem Landsturm
gehen? Das sollst du nie und nimmer.”
And, seizing him, armor and all, she
ran him down the fatal stairs. Outside
she held him fast and stripped of Lis
armor piece by piece; then, leaving the
disused panoply lying in a heap, she
hurried him home, a model husband,
but not a model hero.
