GREAT BRITAIN AND THE UNITED

It was not
enough, he said, to kvow that Fenianism was a
thing of Awmeriean growth. Jt was necessary
that same luw of the United States should be
violated, in order that Great Britain anght elaim
the intervention of the Government.

Again, it an attack
was wiade upon any portion of the British dowi-
niong, we weould bave o right to ask the Awmerican
Guvernment to put down the movewent by force.
Another case 1n which we eonld rightfully eom-
plain would be where officers of the Govermment
had tuken part i the conspiracy.  The rumours
a+ to this were too vague and intormal to warrant
uny complaint.  Thus, while adwitting the serious
character of the movement und the undeniabl-
object of it, Mr. Gladstoue demed that we had
any sufficient gronnd upon which to make repre
sentetives to the Geveruwent of the Uunited
Stutes. ~
We bave stated fully the grounds taken by the
Chaucellor of the Lxcheguer, and certainly, if
nothing wore can be said tor refraining from ad-
dressiug & vemonstrance to the United States au
thorities, it seews to us that he has failed to
wake out a case.  Mr. Glad<«tone says that “ no
law of the United States has been violated,” and
that the Fenian movement & * uot notorisus
such & way as to be mado the subject of legal
proceediogs ' A few weeks ago, Mr. McKenua,
of New York, acting in the interest of the
Chilian Governmment, set himself to fit out priva
teers to prey upon Spanish comnmerce.

rson so offending “shall be deemed guilty of a
igh miedemeanor, aud shall be fined not exceed-
ing $3,000, or hapriswned not more than three
years.”  Could lungusge apply more completely
w the Feviun wovement 7 We venture to say
that if » wessure was introduced into Congress
for the express purpose of weeling the case of the
Feuiuns, it could uot be made more pomnted and
applicable than is this 6th section of the Act of
1818, The Fenuns are literally  seiting on foot
aud providing the means for a wmilitary entorprise
agaiust the territory of a foreign State, with
which the Umted States are at peace;” and they
are 8o actiug ** within the territory of the United
States,” and the enterprise is * to be carried -on
from thenes.”
