A despatch from Teheran states that 1,000
Persians are at work constructing the
Trans-Caspian Railway. Tuhe Russians are
bridging the river Murahab, on the confinee
of Afghanistan. Eight hundred Russian
infantry soldiers are at old Sarakhs. The
Persians are fortifying Persian Serakhs,
and building barracks there for troops. A
foundry has been started at Herat for the
casting of heavy guns.
