Business And
Professional
Women Meet

MONTREAL (CP)—A pension-
able age set lower for women than
for men would be detrimental to
the status of women, the Interna-
tional Federation of Business and
Professional women was told Wed-
oesday.

Mrs. Agda Rossel of Stockholm,
Sweden, said in an International
Labor Organization' committee re-
port that any discrimination in
favor of women “would have to
be paid for in some way, and to
the detriment of women.”

Mrs. Rossel said the United Na-
tions' status of women commis-
sion has severely criticized a pro-
posal made at the ILO European
regional meeting in 1955, suggest-
ing that the minimum pensionable
age for women be set five years
lower than for men.

Mrs. Rossel, deputy president of
the IFBPW, was addressing some
070 delegates from 18 countries
attending the five - day triennial
congress which ends here today.

Toronto lawyer Margaret Hynd-
man, said that the principles of
equal pay and pensions were
vlosely linked, and that making a
difference in pensionable age was
v discrimination.

Other delegates suggested that
a lower pension age hindered the
promotion possibilities of women
who were usually older. by the
time they rose within reach of
highet positions. Employers would
not want to promote women who
would remain only a short time
in their posts.
