ordered to join the regiment, which w
did about May 5th, at Wyuourg. I found
all the Island boys well (what were left)
aod full of fight, We were in time for
the long march, and we had our firsl
fight at Zand River, ao account of which
you have probably read in the papers. I
was in the company which was in support
of & big gun that we called the
bone-shaker, and I enjoyed it, being av
old artilleryman. It was grand to hear
her roar when the 50-1bs shell lefi her, at
It was jusc
daylight when the regimeat left camp, we
being the advence of the brigade. They
did not stand our fire long; we put their
two guns out of 'action in the fourth ara
fifth rounds,respectively, the field artillery
playing oa the enemy entrenched in the
river bed. They only stood sbeut four
hours wien they began to retreas, the in«
fantry doing good work with the rifles.
After about seven hours fighting they all
retreated allowing us to cross the river
where we camped for the night, having
only marched thee miles. We then started
on a long march, getting into Kroonstadt
without any fighting. There we had amuch
needed rest, having marcoed from Bloem-
fontein without any. Qur camp wae
about three miles south of Kroonstadt.
After two days rest we K maiched .two
miles north, where we camped for a day.
We then marched off, making towards
Lindley, but stopped about ten miles frowm
it and made direct north for Heilbron,
from there to the Vaal. We crossed the
river about twenty miles west of where
the railroad bridge 1», and where Lord
Roberts crossed. Geperal French had
crossed two days before with his Mounted
Division, but the Canadians were the first
infantry to cross. We had no fighting
until we got to within eighteen miles cf
Johannesburg,where wekmet the evemy ia
a strong position &t Dorn Kop. Atthe
eud of four hours fighting we had aken
their position. This was the bardest
fight we had on the march. It was here
that we suffered most for rations
The column marched faster then than
its convoy, aod for three days we had
nothing but . half & pound of cornmeal
per man, which we bad to cook ourselves.
After a few days rest we staried for Pres
toria, which place we reached on June 5ih.
The Boers made a stand for five hours;
but the artillery fice was eo eiective they
thonght iv best to leave rather than have
the town blown to pieces, s0 the heavy
siege train was not needed after all,

There was a march past in Preworiaon
June 6th, Lord Roberts reviewing the

troops. It was a grand eight., Our
Brigade haviog done iis ehare we were
put on theline of communicaiion. The

R. C. R. was sent to tae Springs, where
we are now doing garrison work.

Afier all we came through, between
hard marching ‘and with short ratione,
the experience I have gained is invaluable
tome. I have no fault to fiod because
of the hardships we came through. The
Springs is a nice place,—all cos' mines;
but there is none of them working,
Kiuger having closed them all when
the war started,

There is a large fight going on fifteen
miles from: here. The British have about
25600 Boers surrounded, and it is only a
question of time to get them.

I cannot tell you much more, as nearly
every fellow has written home ¢ ‘couats of
thie campaiga. I have had good heslth
since I left home. All the Island jboys
that are here are well. We are all waiting
anxiously for the day to come when we
will be starting for home, and the edone:
the better. There are a'l kinds of rumo«s
atout onr going home, butI do not believe
any of them,

That wovli muke suc~
cess sure,

As fast a8 the men arrived secret
service agents, disgvisel as emigranta,
went among them and they were arrested.
Maresca and Weida, caveht yesterday,
were two of the 14.

The conspiracy was wmade on a night
early in August. By working with th-
Iialian police, the secret service sageuts
got wind of a great meeting of the circle
in Napless The men celected for the
work in this country were quickly notified
what they were to do, separated, going
singly or in pairs te different parts in
Europe. Some went to France, others to
Gemmany, while still otbers crossed ihe
Charnel to England.  Step by step they
were followed to the gang planks
of steamery,

The fourteen are now detained by the
emigradica authorities, and are either at
the barge office, at the battery, or the de~
tention quarters at quaraotine.

One report is to the effect that some are
in Ludlow 8t. jail, having been taken
there from Ellis island in order to thwart
any attempt to rescue them by Paterson
anarchists,

So far as kuown, according to the
Eveaing Worid, the plan was for each
man t0 proceed to Washington nlone on a
certain day. They were to surround the
president, quietly waiiiog for an oppor-
tunity to strike. The blow was to be by
a pistol and knife. One of the number,
it was thought certain would be success~
ful. The question of escape was not con-
sidered, the men being wi'ling to sacrifice
their lives.
