Probe Sabotage
On Submarine

PLYMOUTH, April 10—Detectives
were called tonight to Investizate
cuspected sabotage on the submar-
ine L-54 at the Devonport dock-
yard.
It was the ninth reported case
of suspected inténtional damage-to
British naval vessels slnce last
autumn. A large spanner, or wrench,
wag found under the casing of the
submarine’s main motor, half an
hour after the electrical equipment
had been examined, it was learned.

It was understood the whole un-
derwater machinery of the vessel
would have been disabled if the
dizcovery had not been made bz2fore
the submarine put to sea.

Secret service operatives were
questioning workmen who refitted
the submarine, The Admiralty
planned holding a court of inquiry.

Is Exiled

ELIAS CALLES

MEXICO CITY, April 10 —
Mexico’s leftist government strik-
ing suddenly at ‘“‘subversive ac-
tivity,” forced into exile to the
United Stales today the one-
t!me hero and warrior-president,
General Piutarco Elias Calles.

Calles, whose 11 year rule of
turbulent Mexican politics cnce
won him the title of “strong
man,” was placed aboard a
Texas-bound airplane with three
o! his followers.

The unexpected government
coup was directed personally by
Calles’ former follower, Presi-
dent Lazaro Cardenas. Calles
had assailed as ocommunistio
the policies of Cardenas, wiom
he picked for the presidency.

A cordon of federal troops
and secret police surrounded the
homes of the former president
and his three supporters last
night, arrested them and de-
-ported them this morning.

CONDITIONS BAD

BROWNSVILLE, Texas, April
10—(A.P.) — Former President
Plutarco Elias Calles and three
other once-powerful Mexican
political figures — all bitter op-
ponents of the present govern-
ment—were forcibly exiled to
the Unled States tuday.

Under guard of six heavily
armed Mexican army officers,
Calles and his fellow exiles
were placed aboard a specially-
chartered plane at Mexico City
and rushed across ¢h1e border to
Brownsville.

“A state cf anarchy exists in
Mexico and communism s
spreading  with government
help,” Calles declared when he
arrived here.

“Conditions in Mexico are bad
and the government is making
them worse.”

Hindenburg Develops
Engine Trouble On
Return South Atlan-
tic Crossing.

FRIEDRICHSHAFEN, Germany,
April 10—Germany’s giant new air-
ship, the Hindenburg, was stowed
away safely in its hangar tonight
after a return trip across the South
Atlantic during which two of the
dirigible’s four motors went out of
commission.

The flight up the French Rhone
Valley, under special permission
from the French air ministry, was
accomplished without incident and
the huge ship landed at 6:30 p. m.
(German time) to complete its
round-trip to Rio de Janeiro.

Capt. Ernst Lehmann, the dirig-
ible’s commander, denied the 38
passengers and crew of 40 had ever
been in danger on the return
fiight.

Shorter Route for Security
