DOMINION PARLIAMENT.

Redistribution _[}nntinues.

Unfair Propositions of the
Grits,

Orrawa, June 23.

The House of Commons continues the
discussion of the iRe-distribution biil
Mr. Denison’s proposal to create four single
member constituencies in Toronto was con-
sidered. Sir John Thompson said that the
question had been fully coosidered; but ine
ssmuch as Toronto was building uwp rapidly
it would be unwise to make division as
suggested by Mr. Denison, for the present.
I'ne smendment was pegatived. 1he com-
mittee then considered the clause affecting
Nova Scotia, which proposes to unite Queen’s
and Shelbourne couniiea. Mr. Foibes con-
tended that these two couuties were not
precisely the smailest in the province, and
that a better plan would have been
to deprive Cape Breton County of one
member. Mr. Gillies went fully ioto the
ensus statistics to show the injustice of such
a proposal. If Mr. Forbe's suggestion
were adopted 1t would create a great
snomaly, as Cape Brecon, with a popula-
tion of 34,000, would have but one mem-
ber, the same as the little county of Queen’s
with 18,000 of a population. The Gouvern-
ment could not be charged with attemptiog
to gain political advantages, for the liberals
would, according to the general election
returns, have a majority in the united
counties. Sir Joha Thompson showed
that the reduction of one membter in Nova
Scotis had been effscted with the least dis-
turbance of the exwsting conditions of af-
fairs by the union of the very amallest
county in the Province with one
of the smallest. The clause then
passed. The clause respecting
New Brunswick was next considered. The
subsection affecting St. John city and
cunty was a:lowed to stand uotil after the
arrival of Judge Skinaer. The sub-section
uniting Queen’s and Sunbury was amend-
¢d 80 tha: the riding will be knowa as Sun-
bary and Queen’s, Sir Johu Thompson ex-
p sioing tost Sunbuary was the oldest dis-
trict

Tue Manitoba clauscs were disposed of
and the House rose at mix.

After recess the P. E lsland clause was
tackled. Weish opened fire by speaking in
favor of keeping the old county lines. He
could find no resson why King's
County should be carved in a fashion such
as was proposed by the first paragraph,

Mr. Duvies denounced the clause and
characterzed it an in'quitous gerrymander
By the passage of the clause he held that
the historical continuation of the county
lmes would be destroyed and the only ob
joct that the Government would have in
ioreing its passage was togain a political ad-
vantage. The clause was an attempt on
the prt of the Government Lo legislate
him (Davies) out of his seat.

Sir John Thompson repudiated the state-
ment that the bill was an sttempt to legis-
late Mr. Duvies out of parliament. By the
Bruish North American Act the Govern-
ment was obliged to take & number from
P E Island, and the bill provided for the
best arrsngements that could be made.
