As we made this
avowal of what is with us a settled conviction, we are
not at all unwilling to disclose the grounds, on which
that con n has been founded.

Every individual possessed of capital, seeks to lay
that clp“ll out to the best advantage, but in so doing,
he considers only own peeulmr hcnum, it never
forms a part of caleulations, as to how the
community will be affected, either mediately or
immediately, now, or at a more remote per: T is
it at all necessary, that he should do so. The maxim
nl'commerce, that each man should uncnd to his own
interest, is productive of the best results; and every man
who expends his capital or his labour to a purpose
beneBcial to himeelf generally speaking, benefits the
community in which e
modes, in which the expenditure of capital may be more
profitable to individuals than others, so there are
corres; lent modes, by which that expenditure by
those individuals, may more beneficial to
the community than an. A Merchant for example
