Tie northern
tribes—Amharas, or Abyssivinus proper—are the
most unoticenhle, The Guverniaent ot these, which
also nomivally extends over the rest of the tribes,
is the most absolute of monurchies. Goudar, & town
just north-east of luke Tzava, containivg sbout 50,
000 souls is the capital. Aceording ro the reports
of the late British Cousul, Plowdea, the character
and institatious of the Amharas ure very paculiar,
They call themselves Christiaus, beiag poorly iu-
structed by ignoraut priests who profess the religion
of the Greek Church, They are zoalous observers

of fast days, which, in the aggregate, make up about|

one-third of thie year, and are devoutly subservicnt
to their religious meators. Their revercuce for the
Aboona, or head of the Abyssivicu Church, is re-
ported to bu so wubounded that his habitation, and
even the town in which he lives, has always been
un inviolable savctuary for the greatest crimi-
ual,
KING TUZODORE,

Ia 1835, alter sundry wars with hostile tribes,
the present Kivg was lualed by the whole paople of
Abyssinia as the Emperor Theodore, and was
crowned under that title by the Bishop of Salarua,

Theodore is described as a man of 40 years of

age, of uverage stature, of imposiog carriage, and|

of uo irregulur but impressive physiognomy, His
look is sharp aud piercivg. The changes and rercr-f
ses of his fortunes in war, in which he was seldom
enccessful, have, it is suid, effected a correspoudiug&
chauge iu the Ewmperor's character. Originally
fravk, generoua, aud chivalrous, Lie has become do-
bauched aund treacherons, Jt appeurs he has a
great dislike for foreiguers, We ure t0ld that Eue
sopenns uever fared too well in Theodore's domi-
nions, nor did emissaries from Egzynt to Asia. Du-
riug the height of the preparations maade for the iu-
vasion of Exypt, the Coptic Putriarch, David, was
rent by the Viceroy of ligypt to the Kwperor to el-
fect a compromise. Thelutter imprisoned the Pa-
triarch three days, then let him out, begged his par-
don, aod told him to tuke Limsell as fast as he
could. The Viceroy nlterwards despuiched the Bey
Abd-ul-Rahman with some unumcrous preseuts aud
renewed proposuls. The Bey wus kept three years
iu Abyssivia, most of the time in prison and
chuived. Ou his way home, aflier the close of this
iuteresting episodo, ho was robbed nuked. On ano-
ther occassiou the Naib of Argabo puid Theodore a
visit, with presents, at Theoduie's request. 1e
was imprisooed for torty-five days upou some paliry
protext, and released ou giviug his promi-e to double
the tribute. Some tiwe ago, i1, Lujeun peneirated
Abyssinia with presenis and letters 10 Kiog Theo-
dore from the Ewperor Nupoleou of France. The
Negus huppewed just then to have set out on & march
10 punish one of his hostile chiefs. M. Lejean ac-
companied him as far as Goddam, vainly eutrsat-
ing an interview. Fioally Lis peristence eniaged|
the fiery mouarch, who put him forthwiih in irous,
but releuted in tweunty-tour hours, and seat M,
Lejean 10 Gaffat, the latter giving him his parole
not to artempt to leave the country. A few mouths
pussed : Theodore had another whim, wod gave M.
Lejean tweuty-four hours in which to take his de-
purture.

CAUSK OF THE DIFFICULTY DBETWEEN THE BRITISH

GOYERNMENT AND IHEODORE,

‘But the worst trials of Europeans in Abyssinia
were to come, and the succeediug outrages, descri-
bed below, are those that cailed for the iuterference
of the British Goverumeut. It appears from the
account befors us that the first dealings of that Ge-
vernment swith the ralers of Abyssinia were just prior

Ou lLis way from the Emperor's eamp to Masso-
wah with this epistle, Mr. Cameron fell into the
hands ot a Tigre chief, and several weeks intervoned
before he could procged on his journey. The letter
finully reached London about the middle of Febrnary
1863, and was lelt uvavswered by her Mujesty’s
Secretaries for cizhtcen moaths., Iu the meantime
Mr. Cameron appears to have singularly misinter-

randum, dated February 2, 1861 :—

“ The principles on which you sheuld act ¢re—
abstinence from auy course of proceeding by which
a prefereuce for either party should be imputable to
you ; abstinence from all intrigues to set up an ex-
clusive British 1wfluence in Abyssinia; and lastly,
the promotion of amicable arrangements between|
the rival candidates for power * ® ¢ ¢ o @

It will be your duty closely to wateh any proceed-
ings which may tend to alter the state of possession
either on the sea-cost cr in the juterior of the counu-
iy

It is related that the new consul proeceded, on the
strength of this, into the iaterior again, and active-
ly endeavored to bring about a reconciliation be-
tween the Kmperor and certain rebellious chiefs.
Failing in this attempt, he is said to have impru-
dently dencuncod the Emperor as a murderer, aud
to have paid, on lis own resnonsibility, a visit to
Theodore's enemies, the Turks. *:Io faet, bhe in-
terposed in dangerous broils’ and proveked the
alarm aud jealousy of the Emperor.” The latter
became, moreover, very much incensed at not receiv-|
ing a reply to his message to Queen Victorin,|
Europeans, the English particularly, got to be abso-|
lutely hateful in Lis eyes.  FEven the missionaries, |
fearing the cousequences, prepared to leave. The|
Rev. Mr. Stern, beund for the coast with two or|
three servants, met the Emperor at the head of soma.
troops. Theodore ordered him off Lis mule, liad
his servants beaten nearly to death, anvd had him im-
orisoned. Mr. Roeothal, another missionary, was
imprisoned soon afterwards. Suhsequently, Consul
Cameron and sll Europesus in Abyssinia shared the
same fate, with the exception ol some missionaries
from Basle. This was late in 1863. ln 1864, the
British Goverument, hearing of these violent acts,
sent n gpecinl mission in charge of Mr. Raeson to
wtercede for the cuptives. This mission was attack-
ed and degraded at a place named Gage before the
Imperial officer ; and its members were couducted
to the Fortress of Magadala and there held.

More than four years have now elapsed since this
series of imprisonments began, and all peaceable
means to procure the release of the captives were
tried in vain, until finally the British Government
decided to try what virtue there wili be in such an
armed expedition as that which has just been des-
patched to Abyssinia, The accounts at the begin-
ning of the present year represent Theodore at the
head of 6000 ill disviplined men, and in possession
of a few unimportant fortresses, In fact it would
appear that Abyssinia is an Empire only in vame.
