Piamond Mining.
Sir Frederic Young, K. C. M. G., formerly
secretary of the Royal Colonial institute, has
been for some time away on his travels. He
has lately made the tour of South Africa, of
which he gave an instructive account in a lec-
ture before the institute. He says that the |
Kimberly diamond mines show no sign of giv
ing out. He descenied the Bulftontein mine
(some 6oo feet perpendicular depth into the
bowels of the earth—a feat he warns persons
of weak nerves against attempting) in & buck-
et, standing up and holding on like grim
death. The multitude of persons employed
surprised him. He saw men (white and
black) perched at all heigbts and in all atti.
tudes, some of them in dangerous positions.
Indeed accidents are not infrequent, and the
hospital attached to themine, admirably man-
aged by a remarkable woman, Sister Hen-
rietta, is never empty. The De Beers, Kim-
berley and other mines are alike active, em-
ploying thousards of workingmen. He de
scribes the blve stuff in which the diamonds
are found. The Portuguese Indian term
componod (a corruption of campanah the Ital
ian campagna) is applied to the enclosure, in
which the workmen live. There they are sup-
p'!iml with all provisions, clothing, utensils,
etc. —everything from a tin pot toa blanket.
He visited the offices where the ‘‘stores” from
the washing are laid out, and helped to pick
out some diamonds. He managed in a short
time to set aside $60,000 worth. A little par-
cel that he saw realized over §70,000.
