the most prejudiced Presbyterian, as is evident from
the above extract, and thereforp we canuot be sar-
prised at any thing which he has spoken or written
disparagingly of Catholicity or the Popes. The ad-
verso testimony of a bitter enemy is of little or no
avail, whereas his favorable admissions earry with
them the greatest weight. Lord Macaulay has given
unmistakable proof of bLis bitter hostility to the
Catholic religion, and quently his ad
in favor of the Popes are of very great importance.
