There is the liquor
habit, with its waste of time and labor and
money and heslth; there is the over-indul-
gence of all the apperites of man, whether
for food or drink; there is the extravagance
lin dress beyoud the person’s means; there
'is the continual resort to pleasures and
! amusements which, legitimate and nseful in
themselves, become follies and vices when
indulged to excess; there is idleness and
Jeziness and improvidence. These are the
great causes of poverty. And until the in-
