Asparagus is  one of the finest
garden crops. It ig easily grown

One-year-old plants  give the
best results for setting out a new,
bed. Use only healthy, stocky
plants. Weak, spindly ones give
unsatisfactory  results, {f they
grow at all. Any good garden soil
of a loamy nature . will produce
best growth. It ehoud be quite
rich and be in good physical condi-
won,

Place the crowns gix to eight
inches deep and two feat apart in
rows four feet apart. For horse
cultivation the rows ghould be five
feet apart. Cover the erowns at
first with only about three inches
of soil tramped down. Tihe fur-
rows will be filled gradually by
cultivation ag the plants grow.
Cultivate the new plantation fre-
auently, A mature plantation is
given one light cultivation as early
in spring as the Iand is fit to work
and another culiivation after the
cutting season.
