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MONTREAL, (CP) — A grey-
haired Norwegian mother and a
slim Japanese girl are giving dele-
gates to the International Congress
of Psychology their viewpoints on
a common interest—children.

At first glance big, smiling Dr
Ase Gruda Skard and tiny Dr.
Tsune Shiral would appear to have
little in common. However, both
are principally interested in de-
velopmental psychology and both
plan to start research programs on
child development as soon as they
return home.

Dr. Skard, an associate profes-
sor at the University of Oslo, calis
herself an abnormal psychologist
because she is interested in normal
youngsters, with the exception of
her own five children.

JUST A MOTHER

“I've never been able to take a
psychologist’'s attitude towards my
own children,” she said in an inter-
view. “With them I'm just“a mother,
not a professional scientist.”

At present Dr. Skard is concen-
trating on finding out what mech-
anisms work when normal children
face problems such as separation
from their parents. She also wants
to discover what difficujties nor-
mal children are most vulnerabie
to at different age levels.

The aftermath of the Second
World War has presented compli-
cated problems in Japan, Dr. Shirai,
a young University of Toronto grad-
uate, said in an interview.

CULTURE CHANGED

“Our culture has changed since
the war,” she said. “Old  ways of
bringing up children no longer
serve.”
