Meanwhile, thousands of miles
away, dancers are rehearsing Poly-
nesian rituals, natives are laying
in mountains of supplies, canoes
and locomotives are being lavish-
ly decorated and entire cities re-
painted.

Prince Charles, Princess Anne,
Prime Minister Churchill and gov-
ernment officials will be on hand
to say goodbye to the Queen and
her husband Nov. 28. The Royal
children will not see their parents
again till May 15, 174 days later,
but there will be frequent phone

The Royal Couple will fly {from
here to Bermuda, via Gander, Nfld.,
in the Stratocruiser in which they
visited the United States and Can-
ada two years ago.
