Royal Bank Assets Top

Total quick
assets now stand at $2,428,767,010
and represent 62.5 per cent of all
the bank’s liabilities to the pub-
lic. The comparable figure a
year ago was 54.9 per cent.

The statement shows that reg-
ular dividends amounting to $11,
497,160 were paid to shareholders
plus an extra distribution of 25
cents per share, amounting to $1,
512,000. Last year’s extra dividend
was on the basis of 10 cents per
share.

After payments to shareholders
there remained a balance of $2,
859,169. To this has been added
the balance of undivided profits
carried forward from the prev-
ious year, and $7,300,000 trans-
ferred from inner reserves, re-
sulting in a total of $10,562,715.
From this the bank has trans-
ferred $10,000,000 to Rest Account
lyeaing a balance of $562,715 in
the undivided profits account. For
payment of income taxes $23,270,-
000 has been set aside, an in-
crease of $3,310,000 over the
comparable figure of a year
ago.
