The big Fair attracted some of the
finest livestock entries in Canada, partiz-
ularly in the dairy cattle and swine classes,
and set new standards this year which wil!

scoring year after year and are still able
to give pointers to the younger generation
in quality breeding, but who nevertheless
found this year's competition the keenest
in their experience. The work they are
doing is profitable not only to themselves
in the prize money and publicity. received,
but to every breeder in the Province.
