Dairymen Hold
Conference On
Local Problems

Concern over the apparently
increasing amounts of margarine
being imported into the Province
was expressed yesterday after-
noon by members attending a
meeting of the directors of the
Dairymen's Association and men
connected with the dairy indus-
try. The view was expressed, that
it would be necessary to take
steps to counteract the importa-
tion of the butter substitute.

The members were of the
opinion that the floor frices for
butter and cheese were not set
high enough. They felt that the
58 cents a pound for butter would
not encourage farmers to pro-
duce enough milk for home sup-
ply and they objected to the set-
ting the support price on the
Montreal market as the standard.

It was thought that the prices
for Charlottetown and Montreal
should be the same. Freight
charges on butter would set the
support on Island butter below 57
cents, it was stated last week by
Mr. H. J. MacDonald, Dairy Sup-
erintendent. .

Cheese men felt that although
the support price on cheese was
not very strong, they would ob-
tain fairly reasonable prices
throughout the summer.

They appeared more concerned
over the 90 day holding order on
cheese. Under the regulations of
the Pure Food and Drug Act
cheese can not be sold for 90
days after it Is packed. The men
pointed out that as no cheese
would be packed here before the
middle of May, it would be at
least the middle of August before
any could be sold in the Province.

The Dairy Industry Act was
discussed and the meeting felt
that, according to indications, it

will soon be necessary for each
Province to pass a Dairy Act of
its own.

The matter of advertizing dairy
products was discussed thorough-
ly and an advertizing committee
was appointed. Members of the
committee are  Messrs. Leslie
Hunter, Bridgetown, Cheese;
Percy Gay, Charlottetown, fluid
milk; Percy Simmons, Charlotte-
town, ice cream; John Wright,
Dunk River, butter.

The use of the Government
cold storage plant was also dealt
with and a committee was ap-
pointed to work with the De-
partment of Industry and Natural
Resources in allocating storage

Lspace.

The meeting was held in the
Federation of Agriculture offices
and was presided over by the
President of the Dairymen’s As-
sociation, Mr. R. A. Profitt, Free-
town.
