To CLEaN Lookiva-Grasses.—Take a newspaper, or a
part of one, according to the size of the glass. Fold it small,
and dip it into a basin of ¢lean cold water. When thoroughly
wet, squeeze it out in your hand as you would a sponge,
and then rub it hard all over the face of the glass; taking
care that it is not so wetas torun down in streams. In fact,
the paper must be only completely moistened or damped all
through. After the glass has been well rubbed with the wet
paper, let it rest a few minutes ; and then go over it with a
fresh dry newspaper (folded small in your hand) till it looks
clear and bright—which it will almost immediately, and
with no farther trouble. This method (simple asit is) is the
best and most expeditious for cleaning mirrors, and it will
be found so on trial—giving a clearness and polish that can
be produced by no otlier process. It is equally convenient,
speedy, and effective. 'The juside of window-panes may be
cleaned in this manner, to look beautifully clear; the win-

MuwticoLe Rye.—This is the name givento a plant, a

with great success in the south of Frauce, and of which the
following account is given in the London Farmers’ Maga-
the old fashion-
ed rye, but its habits are totally different. By the report of
above thirty respectable agriculturists near L’Orient, who
have cultivated it for the past two years, it does best when
gown the 1st of June. Its growth is most rapid. T'wo crops
of'it are before July cut for hay, and by the 15th of August,
a grain crop is reaped. The straw is from B to 10 feet high,
and the ear from 10 to 18 inches long. An account of this
rye may be found in the * Transactions” published by the
French Minister of Agriculture, &c, Would not this va-
riety of spring rye be worthy of trial in those parts of the
country where other grasses are difficult of growth, on soils
rather sandy and light, but which, it in good condition, are
the best for this grain? The. growth, if correctly stated, is
truly surprising.— British American Cultivator.

In July of 1842, Mr. Palmer, of London, put one grain of
wheat 10 a common garden plot. In August he divided it
into four plants ; which inthree weeks were again divided
into twelve ; which in September were divided into thirty-
two; which in October were again divided into fifty, and
set in open ground. July 1843, twelve failed, but the remaiu-
ing thirty eight were healthy. They were cutdown, August
19th, and counted 1972 stemns, with an average of 50 grains
