“l1 will never argue about
politics,”” says the wife of
Saskatchewan's Liberal prem-
fer, Ross Thatcher

“I like people and I don't
care what their political views
are. I feel everyone is entitled
to his own beliefs and it isn't
up to me to change his way of
thinking "'

But being diplomatic about the
subject doesn’t mean she isn't
interested in politics.
