Cut up the dried beef, pour boil-
ing water over it, and then drain.
Melt thé buiter in the top of a
double boiler over direct heat. Add
the onion and cook until tender.
Then adq the drled beef and cook §
minutes. Next add the flour, stir
well, add the tomato juice, and cook
over hot water until smooth and
thickened. Add the cheese and stir
until melted. Add the eggs, stir well,
and cook 2 minutes. Add salt if nec-
essary. Serve immediately on split
Shredded  Wheat Biscuits—two
halves to each person—which has

Anti-wrinkle preparations are de-
signed especially for dry complex-
jons These creams should be used
around the eyes and across  the
throat where fine lines and &
crepey condition are first likely to
appear

Under eyes, any cream should be
patted in gently with one finger-
tip. Don't use a patter on this area
of your face, and don't pat vigor-
ously. Gentle patting with finger-
tips is best for your throat, too.
Begin just above collarbone and
work upward

Furthermore, it will pique their curiosity to know what are these great
gifts that men bring to marriage, for observation and experience has led
them to believe that most men consider that when they “support” thewr
wives they have done all that is expected of them. Indeed, so general
is this attitude toward marriage among men that any husband who goes
domestic, who continues to treat his wife as a lady love, who shows her
that he enjoys her society, who pays her little attentions and tries de-
finitely to make her happy and keep her entertained and amused and
who has no little affairs on the side, 1s a marked man in any community.
