The demands
and remonstrances of our five members in a
House of Commons of 194 members would
only be ridiculed and laughed at, unless, in-
deed, it might happen occasionally that they
harmonized with the views of the leading
Canadian statesmen. The hon. gentleman
then proceeded to contrast a nominee Legis-
lative Council with an elective one. Under
the Confederation Constitution, the members
of the Legslative Council were to be nominat-
ed by the Crown, their appointments several-
ly were to be for life, no member could be
removed, and neither could any addition be
wmade to their number ; and consequently they
would be altogether independent of popular
contro!; but, under the Constitution of
Prince Edward Islund, the wombers of that
branch of our legislature, like those of the
lower house, were elected by the people, and
consequently amenable to the people. Our
Legislative Council are now unanimous
against Confederation ; but were they, as ol
old, mere nominees o. the Crown, the pro-
bability is that they wnuld be in favor of it,
as being nominated by the lwperial Go-

is totally inapplicable to the case of Prince Kd-
ward Island, and, if adopted, would prove ruinous
to our best interests. We therefore enjoin our
represantatives to use every legimate effort in
their power to prevent the said Constitution from
becoming law.

20d.  We declare it as our opinion, that a

this Colony, and must be based on priniples of
equity and economy, of free trade and low tariffs,
aud wight then prove eminently useful to this,
a8 well as to the other Colonies.

3rd.  We desire to direect the attention of
those to whose guidance this important subject
may be hereafter committed to the fact, that
sufficient weight has not been given to the eir-
cumstance that the peculiar position of this Island
debars its inhabitants daring four months from
all commereial, and almost from any other inter-
course with the mainand, except postal and tele-
graphie, aud that, therefore, its iuterest in public
works elsewhere, is limited to the possible use of
them during eight months ounly.
