NEW YORK (AP)—New York
Giants officially decided Monday
to become San Francisco Giants.
Brooklyn Ddodgers may decide to
follow the Giants to California
next week.

The decision to move westward
was made during a 2'2-hour meel-
ing when the Giants’ board of di-
rectors viced 8 to 1 to shift the
National League baseball fran-
chise to Ban Francisco. The lone
dissenter was M. Donald Grant,
@ minority stockholder

The Dodgers, who have, been
given the green light by the
feague to move to Los Angeles,
were expected to make their shift
a formality at a board meeting
next week.

“It's all over, fellows.” club
president Horace Stoneham told
reporters and photographers in
the Giants’ offices as he emerged
from the closed meeting

“We've just voted to transfer
the club to San Francisco. That
means we'll be playing in the
west coast next year. That is pro.
viding the mayor of San Fran-
cisco fulfils all the conditions pro-
mised and he agrees to the name
of the ‘Giants’ being retained.”

The club, an original member
when the National League was
formed in 1876, has represented
New York City ever since with
the exception of a six-year period
from 1877 through 1882

Stoneham, principal force in the
drive westward, said he antici-
paies no difficulty.

“Chub F eeney (vice-president |

agreement very soon."

Stoneham said he planned to
leave for San Francisco some
next week to take up the many
matters which have to do with
drafting the baseball territory
from the coast league. Under the
rules of baseball, initiation for
such a move is limited to the
period from Oct. 1 through Oct. !
