That is
what they have got to prove before they
establish the proposition that the heroic
remedy should be applied, founded upon
this as a reason for its being applied. |1
desire in the next place to notice the state-
ment which was made, that there has been
a tetal reduction inthe volume of trade,
and that there is no inter-provincial trade
in this country and there cannot possibly
be any. The hon. member for South Ox-
ford (Sir Richard Cartwright) was not in-
genious in that argument or in that state-
ment. He did not state the whole truth,
and he did not state it in the way it should
be atated in order to convey the impression
that ought to be \‘\rll\‘('}'&l. He took the
year 1873, an abnormal year, and he made
the statement that the volume of trade is
to-day less than it was in 1873, and he proves
i» by what?

He
said nothing with regard to the great
decrease in the volume of that trade when
he was in power from 1873 to 1879,
when is went from §127,000,000 of imports
for home consumption down to £72,000,-
000 when it went from $217,000,000 of
total trade down to $158,000,000 ; and yet
although there were a constant and fear-
ful diminutiom of the volume of trade,
measured as he measured it, there was
no need than for the heroic remedy!
There was no resolution then, embodied
as the principle of Government and carried
out in practice, that we must have
unrestricted reciprocity with the United
States. No, wiser counsels prevailed then.
