RAir Force_ Woman !

Often In Arctic
Supervises Food

SASKATOON. Jan, 26—(CP) —
— Distant stations in the Canad-
ian Arctic are just routine stops
on the frequent trips made by
Flt.-Lt. Agnes L. Campbell, at-
tractive superintendent of food
supplies for the Royal Canadian
Air Force Air Transport Com=-
mand headquarters at Lachine.

She’s frequently off on exped-
itions to such places as Yellow=
knife, Frobisher Bay or White
Horse to check .on food Ssupplies
at the northern air outposts. Since
1950 she has been responsible
for providing staple supplies and
fresh food at stations that ex-
tend from Edmonton to Goose
Bay and as far north as the Arc-
tic islands. She also keeps =
watchful eye on kitchen staffs
and supervises the preparation of
menus.

She spent four days in Decem-
ber at Resolute Bay on Corn-
wallis Island, but this is only one
of the places visited in the past
few years by the food expert,
who comes from Wolseley, Sask.

Busy In Summer

During summer months, when
Air Force photographic detach-
ments go north, she is especially
busy, for the mess facilities of
each unit come under her super-
vision. She keeps in touch with
the oooks to make sure they
have a balanced supply of food
on hand, and checks on the hun-
dreds of details involved in serv-
ing appetizing meals to service-
men.

Most of her work is done at
her desk in the air transport
command here. She handles such
orders as 50,000 pounds of fresh
meat or 50 tons of staples, which
much be packaged in special con-
tainers for their long journeys.

Last year, life insurance companies paid out
$240 million in benefits to Canadians.
