Barber swore that McKen-
zie Bowell had privately asked him last:
April if it was true that Senecal had exact-
ed commissions and being told that it was
he said he would take steps to stopit. Mr.
Bowell corroborated Barber’s evidence and
said that at the next coumittee meeting he
would narrate the steps he took. Mr.
Chapleau voluntarily produced the evi-
dence taken before the Court in Montreal,
which Lister had stated would implicate
Chapleau in a corrupt bargain. This evi-
dence fully sustained Chapleau’s statement
that he had written no letter and complete-
ly exonerated him.
