30 Killed In
Blast On U. S.
Cruiser St. Paul

TOKYO, April 26 —(Saturday) —
(AP)—A fiery powder blast in s
big gun turret on the Theavy
cruiser St Paul Monday killed all
30 seamen inside as the warship
stood off the East Korean coast
pounding Communists targets,

The United States Navy an-
nounced today called it the worsd
naval disaster in 22 months of
Korean warfare. An {nvestigation
was ordered.

Even as damage conirol parties
rushed to the stricken turret, the
St. Paul continued to hammer
away at Communist shore posit-
ions. The cruiser rocked to the
turret explosion as if it had been
struck by a big shore gun. But
Communist batterics were not fir-

ing at the St. Paul

The damage control parties found
not a man alive in the smoking,
fire-blackened  forward  turret,
which fired three of the cruiser's
nine eight-inch guns.

Those who survived the blind-
Ing flash perished quickly in the
poisonous air of burning gases.

The St. Paul 'had fired 86 rounds
from the eight-inchers when the
turret was shaken by the internal
explosion. The navy report blamed
the blast on “a gunpowder fire of
undetermined origin.”
