A company of the 10th battalion of foot chas-
seurs, and two companies of the 80th regiment
of the line, under Chef-de-Bataillon de Courson,
joined in this movement, which so nobly
marked the débiit of the Imperial Guard
amongst us. A battalion of the 43d, under
Commandant Jeanningros, stopped wnother
Russian column, which was endeavouring to
descend from the Flagstaff Bastion.

The artillery of the place supported the as-
sailants by a conlinued fire, bug our batteries
opened in " their turn, and in the end provailed
overthe fire of the enemy. At length, after sove-
ral vain andfruitless assaults, the Russiansdeci-
ded on making a retreat, which they effcte?
leaving the ground covered with their Jead.
This brilliant affair confirmed our poscussion of
the work. Our losses in the twen!y-fonr hours
amounted to eleven officers kill
whom, in addition to Colonel Vienot, was
Commandant Julien, of the i6th, an officer
much distinguished in the army for his bra-
very ; we had in all 22 officers ‘wounded, and
159 men killed and 600 woanded. A short
