The trunk is made by taking
four pieces of spool wire, each 13
inches long.

with red crepe paper to form the
tree trunk. Fasten narrow tips of
the four red cones about 1-2 inch
from the top of ‘the tree trunk. To
‘hide the place where the four
cones are pasted to the trunk at
the top, add a narrow white crepe
paper ruffle and secure with spool
wire. Top the tree with a tiny
gold 'or silver Christmas ball
Fasten another white crepe-paper
ruffle at the base of the tree trunk.
Then put tree trunk through the

animal sacrifices made at the same
time of the year, in the pre-
Christian _era. This seems to be
substantiated by the fact that,
only 70 years ago, in certain loc-
alities, the school-teacher used to
give tihe students a rooster or a
hen which they were to behead.
Saint Thomas' is the day when the
schoolchildren play tricks on their
teachers, the chief trick being to
entice him to the door of the
classroom and lock him up in a
little room until he will succumb
to the caprices of his young tor-
turers. In Brabant and Limburg,
the servants resort to the same
strategy with their masiers. These
innocent pranks are called buiten-
steken and buitensluiten.

The day of the Holy Innocents,
the 28th, which brings further evi-
dence of childhood’s mischievous-
ness, is & very ancient holiday, in-
cluded in the annals of the church
at Carthage at the end of the Vih
century. It was established in
memory of the young children
massacred by Herod to stop the
rumors announcing the coming of
the Messiah, The legend is of par-
ticular significance to Belgians,
for popular imagination has it
that the bodles of two innocemts
were buried at the Convent of
province of
Namur. In Antwerp, Brabant, and
certain ‘parts of Limburg, the
children used to dress up as
“grown-ups”, taking advantage of
the: authority conferred by the
cast-oft garments of their parents
to run around the house making a
great racket.

REMOTE CONTROL — AND A
MATCH

This is a pleasant little stunt
that needs only a few matches—
safety ones, preferably, to pre-
clude accidents.

Lay one match down on a tabie
and then lay a second malch at
right angles across the first—one
quarter of its length being on the
left, and three-quarters on the
right.

The problem for your audience
is to make the vpper match move
up and down, without touching it
and from a point three inches or so
distant,

This seems a ridiculous ambi-
tion until one proceeds to show
that the request can be complied
with—in a fashion that is ingeni-
ous but simple.

Lay a third match parallel with
the first, with its upper and over-
lapping the shorter end of the
second. Then continue to lay three
or four more matches in a sort of
criss-cross pattern.

About six should suffice to span
the stipulated 3-inch gap, and then,
by pressing firmly on the last
match, you should be able to make
the second one raise its head. Re-
leasing the pressure causes its
head to sink . dispiritedly once
more.

Such feelings militate against
warmth and friendliness, and it is
desirable to preclude or dispel
them. For this reason some simple
but interesting occupation during
a waiting period-is a great help to
mental ease and happy informal-
ity. A good example of many such
occupaiions is a private museum
that is easily prepared and pro-
vocative of amusement.

Round the walls of the room
where guests gather are disposed
objects or sketches—quite rough
drawings will do.

Every guest, on  entering the
museum, is given a card or a sheet
of paper on which is printed or
writlen a corresponding (but un-
numbered) list of titles or descrip-
tions.
