Baraum,

A genuine oriental harem is now be-
ing exhibited thronghout Europe. The

manager of the Berlin Panopticum lhas

»d a pasha living in the old city
ayroman to exhibit his harom to the
unfaithful. This is the first time a Mo-
hammedan has ever dared to disregard
the very strict laws of hls creed in such
a way. The story of how it all came
about is quite curious. The pasha, the
proprietor of the harcm, became bankrupt
aund worried much about his inability to
keep up in due style his very numerous
family. The manager who happened to
be in Egypt to engage attraetions for
the side shows of the coming Exposition
in Berlin heard of the pasha’s difficulties,
and prevailed upon him to accept a mng-
nificient sum for a six months’ contract
to exhibit himself and family in Europe.
The pasha, who had to choose between a
certain fortune among the unbelievers or
absclute ruin staring him in the face at
home, was persuaded to accept the man-
ager's offer, and thus hiz household is
now to be seen for 50 pfennigs (12¢) a
head =t Berlin.

Sure enough, the pasha showed exeel-
lent taste in the seleetion of his wives,
all of whom are very good-looking, and
are considered great beauties from an
oriental standpoint. There are a number
of very handsome children from 6 to 16
years of age, and some twenty female
slaves attend to all the duaties of the
household in full view of the anlookers.
