Ecoxomr 1n Carrre-reepine.—The
time wiil come, when feeding cattle with
a pitchfork will be considered slovenly
farming, even though the hay may be put
in racks or feed-boxes; just as slovenly as
it is now thought to be to carry it out in
armfuls and throw it down upon the
ground, perhaps that, too, half-leg deep:
in mud. The time will come, though
slowly, when no one but a slovenly far~
mer wjll think of feeding hay or straw
-until it has passed through a cutting:
engine; and-the time will come, when all
good farmers will grind their hay into
meal, just as good farmers do now their
corn, because they will discever that hay.
meal is much more valuable than coarse;
hay as corn meal is more valuable than:
the whole grain. When both are ground
and duly mixed, then, and not till then,
shall we learn the true economy of cattle~
feeding.
