l THE ARMY WORM.

Rev. Father Burke has an article in the
Agriculturiet on this pest in reply to en-
quiries received from Enmore River peos

’lple. He gives the life hietory of the
{army worm as follows :—

| o« Egge are laid in autumn and take a
couple of weeks to hatch. The young
| worms after feeding for a time become
' torpid and  paes the  winter
in grase tufte. In spring they com
| plete their growth, feeding on the tender
{ grass and graia shoots. Tben they bur-
| row into the ground aud turo into light
| brown chryealids from which in two
weeke, @& satiny brows moth an
‘inch in length emerges. Thoee lay eggs
for a second brood and this is the most
! abundant and dangerous form of the pest,
| destroying a8 it does every green blade
| before it and also destroying the forest
|trees, When in great numbers and pase-
[ing from devastated sreas (o pastures new
they go in the form of an army on the
warch and neither turn to the right ner
[left until they , have reached the deeired
epot. On account of this habit people dig
| trenches and encompass them effectually.
[ If not on themarch they must be destroyed
by using Parie Gresn freely on a belt
| about them. In the forest they are diffi-
| cult to handle as spraying cannot always
| be done easily.

| Rev. Father Burke ie inclined to the
belief that the Enmore River worm,
samplee ot which were brought to him by
Mr. Campbell, of that place, are true army
worme but of tke black kind which devas-
tates trees ecuch ae poplars, rowans,
and all Dbitter leaved
trees especially. It is certainly nothing
like the tent caterpillare. As sampies
have been eentto Prof. Fletcher by the
r°v. gentleman the truth will soon be
known. Iothe meantime all the worms
thould be scrupulously deetroyed, or each
one will turn into a moth to lay million®
of eggs out of which a borde of worms
wiil be hatched to eat up the vegetation of
the whole country.

THE TAXATION RECORD.

A few years ago, the leadinz Liberals
cried out against the “crusaing taxstion
of the Tories,” then about $5 per head
and promieed ‘““a great reduction.” In
1895 the people of Canada were taxed tc
the extent of $25,446,198. Here is the
record since then:

It will be seen that the amount taken
from the people as taxes by the Dominioo
Governmeut has increased by fifty per
cent in five years. The Liberal’s taxation
is greater than that of the Tories to the
extent of $2.18 for every man, woman
and child in the conntry. A familv of
five now pay taxes at the rate of £10.9) per
year more than they did when the Couser-
vatiyes were in offize, Still there Bo
hint of an abatement of taxation. The
money is taken and is used aod the pub-
lic debt goes on increasing. If the Liber-
als had performed their promises to re-
duce expeundituree, the public debt would
oow b2 reduced by millions, or we should
have had millions of dollars worth of
public werks which will have to  be paid
for in the futura.

A Large Concourse of People Wit-
ness the Imposing Ceremony

Not since the funeral of Rev. Father
McMillaa, of St. Teresa’s when the entire
body of clergy were in retreat here and
attended, has 80 many of the priests of
the diocese aesisied at the funeral of a
confrere as was the case at St. Gecrge’s
yesterday ; and the representative people
of the laity of King’s County joined
themeelves to his parichioners in honoring
the memory of the beloved Fatbher Francie.
Long before the hour for the services the
church waspacked with people. Masses had
been said by the wisiting clergy trom dav
break, and after the Matins and Lauds for
the (dead tsarg in choir Bishop
McDovald comwenced the Pontifical
Requienm Mass. He was assisted by Rev.

And if be bad even stopped after an~
nouncing it is grave and solemn tones &l-
ready a fitting enlogy would have been
made. Particularly interesting, however,
were the facts given by the preacher. He
raid Father Francis wae born on the Ilth
day of August, 1815, en-
tered St. Andrew’s College at 16
yesars of age; after four yeare study, enter-
ed St. Hyacinth’s Beminary for phil-
osephy and after that had a three yesrs
course of theologv at Quebec. Be was
ordained in the latter city on June 28 hth,
1840, and consequently Lad overrun his
sixtieth year of priesthood. He eaid he
bad exercised the ministry in Kirg’s
County ever since, every sod of which was
consecrated by his apostolic effort. He
built half the churches of the county, at-
tended for loog years to the great majority
of its people spiritually, and as a broad-
minded and patriotie citizen had helped
On very materially everyjmovement for
the temporal uplifting of the people
of all creeds and classes,
He  was an ideal priest
and citizen snd the tears of al]l were gener-
ouely sied about hie bier today in recog-
pition of the place he held in all hearts.
After speaking of the splendid work dose
for the extension of the priesthood, Father
Burke feelivgly asked the prayers of all
for the final repose of & model priest gone
before hie exemplar, the Great HighPriest,
Jeeue Christ. After tbe Mass Hie Lord-
ghip prouounced the absolutions sed the
clergy and laity formed in procession and
with the chanting of canticles and the
prayers of the church he loved the re-
mains of the vewerable Father Francis was
laid beside those of the late Father R. P,
McPhee, there to await the Resurrec-

tion.
