THE ARMENIAN OUTRAGES,

An Armenian agitation has beea started
in Berlin, and efforts are being made to
open a public purse for the benefits of
Christians in Asia Minor. The results are
very meagre. The stories of blood enrdling
outrages as publiched week in and week
out hy the British prese are accepted
only with a large quantity of salt in Ger-
many. London newspaper:, which are
the sole =ource of information at present,are
supposed to be manipulating the Armen-
ian news to suit England’s politicn] aims,
most notably to strip up Europe against

the Porte. While not denying that
some outrages may have occurred,

the German editors agree that judgment
should be suspended. They also warn the
Government to watch closely the British
game which they suspect is to co-operate
with Russia or to please her by bullying
the Porte independently. The Munich
Allegemein Zeitung Las  published an ar-
ticle by Osman Bey, a conspicuous Turk-
ish Ulgcial, who wished to lay Lefore the
German public the Porte’s views of the
Armenian trouble. Osman Bey blames
the Anglo-Armenian committee in London
for fostering revolution in Armenia and
incit ng both Turks and Armenians to
atrocitles merely for the purpose of making
political capital.

CHINA AND JAPAN,

The treaty of peace between China ard
Japan secures to Japan entire freedom in
the importation into China of steam en-
gines and machinery for manufactures.
and the same privileges are ac orled to
other countries in this watter. The latter
also grants to Japan extra territorial rights,
where, in the matters of tariff and the dis-
pensation of justice, Japan reserves every
privilege. The indemnity is payable in
seven year installments at 5 per cent in-
terest. Payment of the obligation within
three years cancels the iaterest.

In additional to these provisions China
engages not to punish returned prisoners
nor to inflict punishment upon Cbinese
who may have furvished supplies to the
Japanese army and navy, China also
binds herself to return Japanese prisoners
unconditionally. The exchange of ratifica-
tions of the treaty will take place at Chee
Foo not later than May 8.

Well-informed circles at  St. Petersburg
consider it inevitable that the Furopean
powers should reviee the terms of peace
arrived at belween China and Japaa.
Russia, it is understood, is particularly
determined upon taking this step, as the
contemplated cession of Chinese territory
involves danger to her interests in the Far
East.

Moody, at previous services, had fervently
praved for rain for Fort Worth and other
drought stricken portions of Texas, and
had just returued thanks after announcing
that word had been received from several
points stating that rain had falien when
the atorm reached Forth Werth.

POWER FROM HEAT EXPANSION.

A Motor of Springs and Srings Operated
by a Gas Jet.

The motor shown below is opersted
entirely by the expansion and contrac-
tion of metal by the dircet application
of heat. The bands shown are so con
nected with springs that whe:n one han !
is expanded it releases its hold on th-
springs while the other band is reciv
ing the full pressure of th: springs
“Pyromo,” says The Scientific Ameri
can, is the name given this mo'or by its
inventor, Dr. W. W, French, of Fort
Branch, Ind. The engraving repre-
seuts a sectional side elevation of the
motor, a loosely rotating wheel having
aa exterior expanding and contracting
rim preferably made by sets of metal ic
bauds arranged one alougside the other,

The banas are subj cted to the near
from gas burners which open into a hood
on one side of the wheel, and the ends of
each band pass over pulleys journaled in
suitable bearings in the sids or spid rs
of the wheel, the two sets of bands pass-
ing over corresponding s ts of alternate
Iy arranged pull ‘vs. The ends of the
bands, after passinz over the pulieys,
connect with links in the midlle of the
outer leaves of elliptical springs, th
srrings being attached, at the middle of
their inner leaves, to rods secured in th »
sides of the wheel. The several bands
are supported intermediate of th-ir
pulleys on posts, and the bauds are con-
nected at their middie by inwardly ox-
tending links, with levers fulerumed in
the sides of the wheel,

Each link has a turn buckle, wherehny
the length of the link may be inercased
or diminish -d, and the |-vers are con
nected by o 'her links with a disk on a
crank arm on the shafi.  The bands o
each set connect at their ends with the
same springs, and they connect by inde
pendent links with separate levers op
posite cach other and connected with
opposite sides of the disk on the shaft,
As a band is heated from the burner
its expansion releases a set ot springs,
whose closing power is exerted on th.
ends of another band, and through the
two links and lever a pull is exerted on
the disk to cause the wheel to rotat- iy
the direction of the arrow. A simila
operation takes place with the oth
bands. The motor is designed to b
self-governing, the springs establishin
a yielding councction . between th
bands and levers, to prevent the baud
from breaking and take up slack unt
the running temperature is reached.
