Hog Cholera ‘
Under Control

OTTAWA. (CP)—The Agriculturc
Department said Friday that an
outbreak of hog cholera in Ontario
now is considered under control. |
No new cases have been reported |
since June 18.

A seven - week - old ministerial
order forbidding the movement of |
hogs from all counties in southern
Ontario and from several in east- |
ern Ontario is revoked, but with
two exceptions.

It still applies to what depart-
ment officials call “two or three' |
farms still under quarantine. and
it still forbids movement in or out
of community sales barns in the
province. There are about 50 ot
these.

Some 2800 hogs have been |
slaughtered to check the spread of
the discase, and under current law
farmers are receiving about $75,000 |
compensation. . !

The biggest outbreak = of the
disease on record in Canada was
diseta0 and 1041 when 35992 ani- |
mals were slaughtered and $204,176
paid in compensation. i

A department officlal said the
most common cause of the disease
is uncooked garbage.
