is considerable conflict in regard to the strength
and directien of the current, especially of
those in the Bay of Biscay,
The fact is, that the currents in the Ba

Biscay dependlargely on the direction of the
wind. During May the forecast indicates
that the wind will blow one-half of the month
from the north-east and the rest from the
south south west.
A large volume of water flows into the Bay

of Biscay from the gulf stream, and it flows
out again, some by the way of Brest and some
by way ot Cape Finisterre.

During the past five years there were 176
vessels of the British merchant marine wrecked
on the north coast of Spain and Portugal.
Much of this loss may have been caused by
too much reliance on the force and direction
of the currents as shown on the chart.

Thedirection and force of the wind must
always be considered with reference to all
the currents of the North Atlantic.
